RESOLUTION OPPOSING CHUMMING IN TROUT STREAMS 

WHEREAS chumming is the broadcasting of natural or artificial food upon the waters with 
the intention of stimulating fish feeding activity, and 

WHEREAS trout and salmon are particularly susceptible and vulnerable to chumming, and 

WHEREAS chumming can exacerbate disease problems in trout and salmon, and 

WHEREAS consistent and prolonged use of chumming or feeding can alter fish behavior and 
growth and contribute to enrichment and pollution of sensitive watercourses, and 

WHEREAS chumming for trout and salmon runs counter to the traditions of sport fishing 
and is for that reason banned in California, Oregon, Washington, Idaho and Alaska, the native 
range of steelhead and salmon, now 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Michigan Resource Stewards oppose the practice of 
chumming in Michigan's Trout streams.
