3. contiguous block of property in the lower peninsula; and 
4. WHEREAS, the Huron Beach Tract is available for purchase and is being parceled 
5. out for sale; and 
6. WHEREAS, public ownership of this property would conserve unfragmented 
7. wildlife habitat for species which have large home ranges, like bear and bobcat; and 
8. WHEREAS, public ownership of this property would conserve wildlife corridors, 
9. and provide significant opportunity for public trail development; and 
10. WHEREAS, public accpiisition of this property would providecoxitinuous 
11. ownership since state-owned lands exist both north and south of it; and 
12. WHEREAS, public ownership of this land will provide opportunities for hunting and 
13. fishing for current and future Michigan residents and visitors; 
14. NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Michigan United Conservation Clubs 
15. urge the State of Michigan to purchase the tract of land known as the Huron Beach Property.
