CHUMMING BAN RESOLUTION 

WHEREAS chumming is the broadcasting of natural or artificial food upon the waters with 
the intention of stimulating fish feeding activity, and 
WHEREAS trout and salmon are particularly susceptible and vulnerable to chumming, and 
WHEREAS chumming can exacerbate disease problems in trout and salmon, and 
WHEREAS consistent and prolonged use of chumming or feeding can alter fish behavior and 
growth and contribute to enrichment and pollution of sensitive watercourses, and 
WHEREAS chumming for trout and salmon runs counter to traditional sport fishing 
values, now 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Michigan United Conservation Clubs 
work with the DNR and NRC to eliminate the chumming of all species of fish in Michigan’s Public waters except whitefish, carp and catfish in waters known for these species. 
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
